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Skiing in Québec began here...

The Québec ski industry was born in the small Laure ntian Village of Saint-
Sauveur. In 1934 an American by the name of Fred Pa bst had the first lift
installed on hill 70, which rapidly became the most sought after ski installation

in Eastern America. Eleven years later, a group of businessmen joined Victor
Nymark to form UPHILL LTD, a company which would la unch the development of

this site. A first in America, a t-bar
imported from Austria was erected east of
hill 71 in 1948. The installation of the lifts
for hills 67 though 72 were added on over
the course of the next few years.

At that time, land parcels were owned by
many individuals. In 1970, born of Jacques
G. Hébert's dreams, properties were
brought under one umbrella. Mr. Hébert
managed to convince the land owners to sell
a portion of their interests to the ski center,
run by a newly formed group, misters
Hébert, Paquette, Lévesque, Lavoie, Couture,
Dufour and Piché. The gradual acquisitions
which Mr. Hébert only once dreamed of
would prove fruitful as it allowed the
company to change its status from lessee to
owner. This would prove to be the
beginning of the harmonious development
of the center.

1992 : The opening of the Mont Avila Tube Slide Par k which includes 15
tube sliding runs, 2 snow rafting runs, 4 lifts, 1 skating rink and a
snowshoeing trail.

1993 : The inauguration of the Mont Avila golf acad emy.

1994 : The opening of the Sugar Shack at the Mont A vila Tube Slide Park.
1995 : The acquisition of Mont Olympia and of Ski M ont Gabriel places
Mont Saint-Sauveur International in 7th place as th e largest skiable
domaine in North America.

1997 : Regrouping of the centers, Mont Saint-Sauveu r, Mont Avila, Ski
Morin Heights, Ski Mont Gabriel and Mont Olympia un der the “Stations de
la Vallée de Saint-Sauveur Inc.” banner.

1997-1998 : Development continues with the " Les violons Magiques" et "
La Québécoise " housing projects.

2000 : Acquisition of Edelweiss ski center in the G atineau/Ottawa region.
The 7 " ski center in its portfolio. The inauguration of t he Manicouagan
River at the Mont Saint-Sauveur Water Park, a two m illion dollar
investment for the company.

2001 : The acquisition of the water park Cascades d 'Eau de Piedmont.
2002 : The company becomes private again, thanks to the buy-out of the
shares on the exchange.

2002 : The inauguration of the Niagara at the Mont Saint-Sauveur Water
Park. An investment of more than 800 000 dollars f or the company.
2003 : Regrouping of the company under the new banner M MSSL.

2003 : Inauguration of Camping et Cabines Nature Mo rin Heights

Created and supervised by Dizzle's
firm, these sites encourage the practice of freesty le in a fun and secure
environment. As far as infrastructures are concerne d, there will be no XL
size modules and all of the modules will offer mult iple transition as well as
basic rails. Beginners will be given the opportunit y to securely master the

art while experts will not be without a challenge.

With this $5000 investment per center, the maintena nce of the
infrastructures will be a priority. MSSI is now equ ipped with a Bison
grooming machine by Prinoth which was created espec ially for snow park
maintenance, an investment of more than $300,000. S nowboarders will
benefit from the use of these new sites starting at the beginning of the
Christmas break but the installations will be at th eir peak by mid-January.

New heated terrace and pool-spa

As well, skiers can take advantage of the joys of
our huge terrace year round thanks to its heated
floor. Recently rebuilt at a cost of $500 000, this
famous wooden half-moon shaped terrace is now
equipped with a water fountain which transforms
into a fireplace during the winter months to keep
skiers and snowboarders warm. As well, as soon



as spring skiing begins, the new pool-spa will bailable for everyone to enjoy for a
moment of relaxation in an enchanting natural surding. This represents another 2
million dollar investment for the center.

New snowmaking system
More than 60 guns were installed on hill 70 West
and on the Nordique. At a distance of 70 feet, the
norm in the ski industry, these guns provide
flawless snow coverage. A new pipeline will also
be installed at the foot of the mountain to double
the snowmaking output on hill 70. The
enhancement of the pipeline will also advantage
the Nordique’s snowmaking system by 50%.
From now on, only 24 hours of continuous
snowmaking will be necessary to cover and open
both runs. As well this year, the Nordique will h@sfriendly snow gun competition
between the Italian supplier Technoalpin and theeAcan supplier HKD. The aim of
this competition is to make the nicest snow whiéng the least compressed air which
will in turn considerably reduce our energy nee&llders and snowboarders alike will no
doubt appreciate this rivalry which will allow thexmenjoy extraordinary ski conditions.
